Course policies

The course format calls for three lectures and one lab per week. The labs are held in the room 229 Cullinane Hall and are supervised by a graduate teaching assistant. In addition, an undergraduate tutor is available for additional help.

The attendance at lectures and labs is mandatory and will be monitored. Unexcused absences may negatively affect the final grade.

Homeworks and assignments

There will be two types of homework assignments, labs and homework assignments.

The labs are typically computer programming assignments where students need to contribute the key parts to a program solution. While the student is encouraged to get as much help as necessary to complete the lab assignments, the final program must be student's own work. Deadlines will be enforced. If you have a problem completing the lab on time, you must talk to Professor Proulx before the due date.

Written homeworks are designed to reinforce the understanding of some basic concepts. Again, they have to be completed by the given due date.

Exams

There will be a midterm exam (in class, planned for February 7) and a final exam (two hours, March 12, 3:30 - 5:30 pm). No books or notes will be allowed during the exams.
